The November 2010 newsletter car-
ried an article by SEMA (Specialty 
Equipment Marketing Association) con-
cerning the potential hazards of using 
gasoline containing Ethanol in older 
vehicles.  Here is SEMAS latest action. 

 
Several weeks ago, the SEMA Action 

Network (SAN) requested that the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) suspend its partial waiver to per-
mit the sale of gasoline containing 15 
percent ethanol (E15) for model year 
2007 and newer vehicles.   Instead, the 
EPA has taken another step in the 
wrong direction by expanding the 
waiver to include Model Year (MY) 
2001-2006 vehicles.  The decision con-
flicts with President Obama’s Execu-
tive Order from earlier this week that 
requires government agencies to bal-
ance social and economic costs.  

The EPA agrees with SAN that older 
cars (pre-MY 2001) should not be fu-
eled with E15.  The EPA reached its 
decision based over concern that etha-
nol’s corrosive qualities could harm the 
vehicle’s engine and other metal, plas-
tic and rubber components.  The EPA 
 

has proposed that a warning label be 
posted on the gas pump to prevent mis-
fueling.  SAN opposes this solution as 
incomplete given the significant threat 
of damage that could arise from misfu-
eling.  Even for newer vehicles, the la-
bel will cause confusion since most 
owners’ manuals instruct the motorist 
not to use ethanol blends higher than 
E10 and warranty coverage may be de-
nied for damage caused by misfueling. 

SAN will continue to oppose E15 
until there are conclusive scientific 
findings that demonstrate that it will not 
harm automobiles of any age as a result 
of corrosion or other chemical incom-
patibilities.
